B. Accessory Uses: Permitted and conditional uses set forth in table 152-17-1 of this section
shall be deemed to include accessory uses and activities that are necessarily and customarily
associated with and incidental and subordinate to such uses.

1. Accessory uses shall be subject to the same regulations that apply to permiited and
conditional uses in the same zone except as otherwise expressly provided in this
chapter.

2. No accessory use, building, or structure shall be allowed on a lot unless a permitted or
conditional use has been established.

3. Accessory uses in public facility zones shall include, but not be limited to, the
following: Cafeterias, dining halls and similar food service facilities when located within
the main use and operated primarily for the convenience of employees, residents,



clients, or visitors to the main use. Garages and off street parking areas, subject to
applicable standards of chapter 34, "Off Street Parking And Loading", of this chapter.
Gift shops, newsstands, and similar commercial activities operated primarily for the
convenience of employees, residents, clients, or visitors to the main use. Recreational
areas and facilities. Refreshment stands and food and beverage sales located in uses
involving public assembly. Temporary uses, subject to applicable standards of chapter
48, "Temporary Uses", of this chapter.
